Introduction/Background :  This is day one of  a ten day inventing simulation that will lead to the students creating their own inventions.








Task – (Can attach)     The students are grouped in groups of four.  Each group draws a slip of paper from a hat that has a picture of an everyday object.  (ie. diaper, bandaid, ice cream cone, etc.  The group then invents a story of how this item was invented and by whom.  They then present their story to the rest of the class in the form of a skit, song,  rap, news report, or other form.  After all presentations, they are given the  paragraph with the real inventor and real story.
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
