However, the assignments did not allow for you to use much creativity or have fun with the tools that Photoshop has to offer.  Below is a table with 9 different assignments on it.  Play tic-tac-toe and complete any three projects in a row (horizontal, vertical, or diagonal).  These projects/assignments will allow for you to be creative and enjoy Photoshop. After you have chosen the three projects you are willing to take on, see Mrs. Top for further explanation of the projects.  Each project is worth 60 points (total of 180 points.)
	Design a graduation announcement for a current senior.
	Create a new candy bar or soda logo.  Show the logo on the product package.
	What’s your favorite movie?  Create a “spoof” movie of your favorite movie.  Design a movie poster for this movie.


	Create a collage of photos (and text if desired) about a club or athletic team – could be used as a poster or advertisement for an event or a tool to get students interested in that club/athletic team.

	Think about your favorite book or author – create a book cover for the book or a book by that author.
	Create an anime-style character, cartoon character or avatar.  Color your character and situate them in a magical fantasy environment.

	Create a greeting card for any occasion.  Plan for this card to be used or something that could be purchased by a customer.
	Create a collage of photos that describes you inside the outline letters of your name.  When anyone looks at the picture they should be able to describe you.
	Using photos of an elementary classroom – create a 2nd Glance game book for the class.  The book must contain at least 5 puzzles.
