Introduction/Background :


This will be the second day that the students will have worked with this word list.	





Task – (Can attach)


1.  The kids read the list of spelling words outloud together and then spell each word after they pronounce it.


2.  Each student is given a set of cards with the spelling words on them.  


3.  The students are asked to sort the words into groups (they may decide how many groups they want to make).  After sorting their words, each student tells the class why they choose to sort their words the way they did.


4.  A group discussion about what patterns we found in our words. Have the students give examples of other patterns (in words and the world) they know.  Give the students newspaper, textbooks, newletters and magazines to look for patterns.  Talk about what happens when words are spelled wrong.


5.Have student write the pattens on the marker board then have students add words to the corresponding list.   Have the students make a list words that are not on our spelling list, but have the same patterns.   Add those words to our lists on the marker board.  


6.  The students will then get two colored pencils and write their spelling words.  The pattern letters ‘tch’ and ‘ch’ should be written in a different color than the other letters.
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
