5. Specify where the cash register(s) and check-out counter(s) will be located. Explain the reasoning for their location. 

6. Explain which types of atmospherics you intend to use in your store (music, smell, etc.). 

7. Explain how the floor plan minimizes security problems and helps reduce shop-lifting and employee theft. Briefly describe any special equipment or procedures you would use to maximize security. 

8. Briefly explain your plans for the exterior design of the store and how the exterior design will enhance the overall image of the store's interior layout.
