Answer the questions using what you know about the story “Three Hundred Pesos.”  Use a separate sheet of paper to answer the questions with detail and in complete sentences.
1. As you think about the characters in “Three Hundred Pesos,” do Berta and Emilio have the same feelings toward their brother Anastacio and his greedy actions?  Explain and support your answer with at least two specific examples from the story.

2. In one part of the story, a crow is flying above Anastacio. Later when the shadow of Berta looks like a large, black bird, Anastacio has a feeling that something bad is going to happen.  What other symbol for a bad omen (a warning that something bad will happen in the future) could you use instead of a crow? Explain why you chose your symbol.  Draw the symbol.
3.  This story, “Three Hundred Pesos,” had a sad ending. Describe the ending of the story using at least three details. Then briefly create a new ending for the story.  How is your ending different from the original ending? Which ending do you like better? Why?
4.  How do you think the author wants you to apply his theme of money and greed to your life?

5. If you were Emilio or Berta, what would you have done with the money after Anastacio’s death?  Why do you think Berta and Emilio made the choices they made?  Explain.
