Latin America Geography Project-3-D Map

For this project, you are going to design the physical characteristics of a country in a 3-D format.  You will also research an existing problem in this country and determine how the physical geography affects this problem. This is a project where you will get to pick your partner, but you will be randomly selecting your country.  You will have to do some research on your country to accurately portray it.   

Here is everything you will want to include on your map:

The base-The base of your 3-D map should be something sturdy, such as tag board (foam board) or poster board with cardboard underneath.  This map could be quite heavy when it is finished, so make sure you use something sturdy.

Major physical landmarks-Make sure to have major physical landmarks represented on this map, such as lakes, rivers, mountain peaks, deserts, etc.

The elevation-You will want to use something to represent the elevation, both high and low points of your country.  Make sure to accurately represent the elevation of your entire country to scale, not just the highest and lowest points.  

Climate-You will also want to have the climate of your country be represented on your map as well.  This can be represented in a variety of ways-different colors, patterns, etc.

Natural Resources-Make sure to have at least 5 natural resources represented on your map and have them located on your map where they are found in that country.

Additional items needed:

Human-Environment Interaction-A detailed description of 10 different ways the people in your nation interact with the physical geography in that country.
Existing problem:  Identify an existing problem that is created by the physical geography of your country.  Explain the details of this problem and how it has led to problems in the everyday life of its citizens.  Give examples of how they are coping with this problem.  Finally, create your own solution to this problem.
2-D Rough Draft-A drawn out rough draft of your nation.  All things listed above should be detailed on your draft, including all materials to be used-Due Wednesday, Feb. 10th
Materials to be used:

ANYTHING!! 

Things to think about:

-Be cautious choosing your partner-it must be someone you could work with outside of school and whom you can trust to pull their own weight! 

-Since you will most likely be drawing on these maps, it is important to remember to use items that can be drawn on or to put paper over these items so you can draw on them.

-Make sure to label as much as you can.  If it is something you cannot write on, make sure to have it labeled somewhere on your base.  USE A KEY!!!

-Use your time wisely and don’t rush through this!! You will want your finished product looking like you spent a lot of time on it, and it will definitely be worth it!

-If using food, no peanut products can be used.  
Grading will be based on:

1. Accuracy and clarity of the landmarks, elevation, climate and natural resources.

2. Creativity and amount of material included into your map.

3. Presentation of map and human environment interaction

4. Rough draft done accurately and on time

5. Effort on this project and time used in class.
