Lesson Plan
Lesson:  Reading Strategy for Comprehension
Benchmark/Goal:  
Goal:  In this lesson, students expand their understanding of the During Reading stage of the reading process, including how to read with a purpose and connect to their reading.

Connection:  Often difficult text can be tackled by using this reading strategy, making connection to a text.  This is simple for most students to do when reading fiction, but it might be something many don’t attempt to do when reading other types of texts.  Explore the importance of both reading with a purpose and connecting to the text that facilitates students’ understanding and use of these steps.
Instruction:  Discuss with students what they do while reading.  Do they compare the characters and situations in books to their own lives?  Do they slow down when reading difficult passages?  Model your own During Reading methods by thinking aloud as you read a short passage from a familiar text, such as a novel the class is currently reading.  Focus your think-aloud on ways you connect to the text as you read.  After completing the think-aloud, ask students to share what they noticed you doing as you read.  Jot down their ideas on a piece of paper.  Explain that in this lesson, they will explore these methods and others.

Read and discuss the importance to reading with a purpose and connecting to the text.  What do readers gain by applying these steps?

Have the students read a text they have worked with in the past.  In their journals, have them write down one possible purpose for reading the text.  Then have students read the material, jotting down any connections they make to what they read.  
Assessment:

What are some different ways you make connections during reading?

What is the purpose of making connections to what you read?

Improvement to the Task:

-check for prior knowledge from the students about the stages of reading especially  during reading stage.

-Demonstrate this exercise or have another student demonstrate the exercise to the class.
