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LESSON:
Class critique of student Mola designs
Modeling the use of Art Terms and the art evaluation process.

· It was readily apparent that I was doing 70% of the talking and the students were doing 30% of the talking.
· Although art terminology had been used during the duration of the project, the students were fluent in only a few terms.
· Next time I will narrow my focus on a limited number of terms I want them to internalize over the course of the project and the rotation.
· Re-think the questions I ask students and actually write a script so that I don’t prompt the correct answer.
· Consider these ideas:
· Prepare a list of questions to ask oneself during the critique
· Split into teams of 2 people each, discuss certain aspects and report back to the group
· Help students internalize specific concepts by offering “daily bell-ringers” which would underscore concepts, daily.
· Show examples of artwork which exemplify specific concepts 
· Create a rating sheet similar in nature to Jenny’s Band Competition score sheet with terms and explanations on one side, numeral scores in middle, and space to explain the rating on the right.  Use these collaboratively with a partner and then have group sharing.

Basically, the student work showed that the students understood the design concepts stressed in the project; they just weren’t able to articulate it or know why certain things worked well.  Design is a sophisticated process  which  takes a lifetime to understand.  Perhaps I am expecting too much from this age student and should be happy for them to understand more basic concepts.
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
