Introduction/Background - New vocabulary is introduced on Monday.  Four words are included in this selection (neglectful, secure, nondescript, sanctuary).  The first exposure to these words is when students read each word in a sentence and try and come up with a synonym to replace the word in the sentence.  On Tuesday the students read the selection and see the four vocab words  used in the story.  They have now seen and heard the vocab words twice.








Task – (Can attach) - Vocabulary Sheets – Model the vocab sheets


Turn to page 996 in the text book.  Scan page to find the word “sanctuary” in the margin of the story.  Ask students to raise their hand when they find the word “sanctuary”.  When 90% of the students find the word ask for a volunteer to tell where they found the word and read the definition.


Take out vocab sheets.  Ask students what the title of this week’s selection is and have a volunteer answer.  If they answered “The Sanctuary of School” they are correct.  Have students write that title on the line marked “story” on the vocab sheet.  Mention that they may use just the abbreviation of the story and write “TSS”.  


Ask students to find the page number for the word “sanctuary”.  Raise their hands when they have found the page number.  When all have raised their hands have them write the page number 996 on the page # line on the vocab sheet.  


Ask students what “part of speech” refers to on their sheet.  Looking for a response that tells what a word is  (noun, adjective, adverb
