AIW Task for Student Work (Revised)

First grade

Big Idea:  Uses writing as a tool for learning.  Is able to write on demand.

Objective:  TLW make a layered book about the five senses and tell ways that he/she personally uses them.

We have a story in our reading book called, “You Can’t Smell a Flower With Your Ear.”  After spending the five day plan on story, skills, Kool Kid books, etc., I like to have the students make their own book about how they use their senses. 

 On day one, we will begin by using a graphic organizer:  The students will list the five senses and two or three things that they use each particular sense for.  Example:  Hear: birds singing, clapping after a performance.  See: my friends, where I am going.

Day two:  Each child will be given a layered book, made from 3 sheets of plain white paper which is layered and folded over to create 6 pages of various sizes.  The first page will be the title page and the other 5 pages will contain information about their senses.  The title page and the first “sense” page will be completed today.  The students will include the body part used for each sense and also the ideas of their “favorites” that were written on the graphic organizer.  A sentence starter like “I use my (body part) to (sense)” will be provided for those students who need help beginning the page. Students may decide to begin their page in another way.  Students will add two to three more sentences on their own telling what they like to experience.  Illustrations will also be added.    A checklist will be provided for the students to help them remember:  name of sense, body part used, 2 or 3 sentences telling about ideas written on the graphic organizer, capital letters, periods, spaces, neatness. 
Day three – day six:  Students will write one page per day of their book.  
Day seven:  Students will share their books with each other.  I have a book of my own to share as well.
