Task – (Can attach) After the Washington Healthy Fun Walk, our class was to total our number of laps our class walked.  They discussed ways to do this, and came up with tally marks.  Each child then went to the board and added tally marks to the class running record.  


	We counted our lap total.  I then asked, “So how many miles did our class walk?”  They then discussed how in gym Mr. Larson told them that 4 laps equals one mile.  We then used tally marks in groups of 4 to switch number of laps to number of miles.  The totals were reported to Ms. Tyler to be announced to the school.


Suggestions for revisions included:  1. Have the students break into groups to convert their laps to miles.  They then can come back to the whole group and add the individual group total.  2.  The class could brainstorm other ways to use tally marks.
