*Please have a typed version of your prepositional poem ready to turn in at the beginning of class next Tuesday, March 11.  It needs to be at least 8 lines in length and focus on a school-appropriate subject.  Follow the conventions of formal standard English for capitalization and punctuation.  Most, but not necessarily all, of the lines should start with a prepositional phrase (at least 6 of the 8).  Yes, I know you can find poems like these on-line.  However, remember, plagiarism will result in a zero for the assignment.  This will be worth 20 quiz points.   Once final drafts have been submitted, you will be asked to write a summary response to another student’s poem.  You may also be asked to submit your poem to our literary collection at the year’s end.
