Algebra 1 Project	Graphing Data and Making Predictions and Conclusions		100 points
Choose a topic of your own that interest you, and collect your data from the internet. Show me the web site where your data comes from. Remember that you need data that you can graph on the x and y axis and that is easy to put in a “line of best fit”. If your data is too difficult to fit in the “line of best fit”, find different data or a different topic.
Collect your data and put it into a T chart (You will turn this in, it’s worth 20 points)
Graph your data, making decisions on your own as how to best graph it on the given graph paper. Use your best judgment on where the “line of best fit” goes. (You will turn this in, it’s worth 20 points)
As you have learned to do, find the slope and Y intercept and write the equation of the line. (Show all this work, write it up neatly and you will turn this in, it’s worth 20 points)
Make a prediction about what will happen in the future using your equation and plugging in one new number. Fully explain why you think your prediction will happen. Explain why you think the graph is going the way that it is headed. I want you to draw some conclusions about what the data, graph, and equation showed you. (Type this up in complete sentences and paragraphs, it must be 1 page long, double spaced, you will turn this in, it’s worth 20 points)
Make a list of 5 people/careers that would find your project useful in their field. For example a project about 100 m dash world record times would be useful to athletes, coaches, drug testing officials, sports broadcasters, fans, gamblers, etc. (Write this up neatly, you will turn it in, it’s worth 20 points)
Staple all your pages together, make sure your name is on it, and remember that neatness counts.
There is an option for you to orally explain your project to me without writing it all out, you must get this ok’d by me before you start.
