Animal Disease Project

After all of the discussion of the “animal systems” we know that with even though we have taken all precautions, sometimes animals get sick anyway.  Now that we have seen several “Animal Diseases”, you now have a grasp on how detrimental diseases can be to production and to the economic well being of the farm.
 You will choose one of two scenarios to play out.
	Scenario 1:  You are working in a Veterinarian’s office as a Vet’s Assistance when you receive a phone call from a local producer inquiring as to what is wrong with his animal.  You will use the information given to you to diagnose what disease the animal has by researching on the computer or by using your Animal Science book.
	Scenario 2:  You are checking your herd when you find an animal that is not acting like they should.  You assess the animal and come up with a list of symptoms, since the only Vet in the area is on vacation, you will have to look-up what is wrong with your animal on your own.  Use the picture that you are given to determine the animal’s symptoms.

Once you discover the disease that matches the symptoms, you will need to verify that with the teacher, each student will research a different disease.  You will need to make a power point of your disease.  Your ppt will be added to the existing “Animal Diseases” ppt and will be used in future Animal Science Classes.  Professionalism in you project is a must.
You will want to include in your presentation:
1. The name of the disease,
2. The synonym of the disease,
3. Symptoms of the disease,
4. Prevention or preventions taken to protect from the disease, and
5. The treatment for the disease incase your animals would contract this particular disease.
6. Pictures of animals with the symptoms of this disease are a must.

Since your presentation will be added to an existing presentation, make sure you organize your presentation in the appropriate manner.  You will have to explain this particular disease and the economic impact it could have to the livestock industry (in Iowa or U.S.), and give any input into how your disease has affected local producers.
