Lesson – identifying complete subject and complete predicate

Introduction/Background – We have talked about verbs and using them to help identify where the predicate starts.  We have also identified that the subject tells whom the sentence is about and the predicate tells what they are doing.








Task – (Can attach)


Explain why we need to be able to identify complete subjects and complete predicates.  Talk about the verb in the predicate and the noun in the subject.  Tell students that they this will help them with their own writing by helping them identify fragments, run-ons, clauses, etc.  Give some examples of incomplete sentences and well written sentences from the student’s writing.  Show them how the incomplete sentences don’t make sense.  Provide examples of newspaper/magazine articles that have mistakes.  Talk about how you need to have a complete thought to communicate well with others.


Show picture to students that they can write a sentence about.  Give students a list of action verbs 


I write sentences on different colored sentence strips. I then cut apart the subjects and predicates. I give each student half the sentence and they try to find the person with the matching subject/predicate. Then they read the class the sentence, state the complete subject and complete predicate, and identify the verb.  They need to explain why the subject is the subject and the predicate is the predicate.


With the children compose a list of action verbs.  Then, I give children a sentence strip and have them write a sentence.  After that, they cut the strip between the subject and the predicate and give them to me.  I mix up all the subjects and all the predicates and have kids come up and hold up one of each, and read their mixed up sentence to the class.  With their partner they explain to the class which word is the verb and tell the complete subject and complete predicate. They need to explain why the subject is the subject and the predicate is the predicate.
