Introduction/Background – Using the calendar in the classroom every day students see, hear and say the days of the week.  Students are able to complete the sentences… Today is…


Yesterday was… Tomorrow will be… (This is a developmental skill- just keep practicing!)








Task – (Can attach) 1.  Whole group sings the song- days of the week (Adams family version)


Discuss why it is important that we can name the days of the week in order.   


2. Whole group: Teacher will read poem naming the days of the week.


3.  Whole group: using word cards, teacher has students put them in the pocket chart calendar in the correct order.


4. Given a blank calendar,  each child will glue the days of the week in the correct order on the calendar.   REVISION:


a. Give the days of the week special names- Movement Monday-TootsieRoll Tuesday-Wacky Wednesday-Thankful Thursday-Finally Friday- making them something to help them remember the days in order!


b.  To get out of the room student needs to complete my sentence: Today is…. Tomorrow was… Yesterday will be… (Ticket out the Door!)


c.  Play Hopscotch- “Jump forward if they name the day for tomorrow- jump backward if they name yesterday…”


d.  Use conversations that students have-use their ideas ---“on Wednesday … goes to dance.”
