Lesson – Subjunctive


IC Essential Skills and Concepts/Common Core – Students will understand what the subjunctive tense is, when to use it, and how to form it.


List any use of technology integration – None.





Introduction/Background – The students don’t usually know what the subjunctive is when we come to learning it in Spanish.  We often don’t use it correctly in English.  





Task –


What is the subjunctive mood?


Definition – The subjunctive is “often required in Spanish to express actions and events that convey a significant degree of subjectivity or uncertainty.  More specifically, the subjunctive mood may be required for suggesting, requesting or ordering that someone do something, or for expressing emotion, hope, doubt and uncertainty.” 


English Examples – “I wish I were a famous athlete.”


Spanish Examples – “Paula insiste en que Ramón pinte la cerca.”


Contrast it with the indicative mood – no doubt or uncertainty.


Work through packet of “When to use the subjunctive.”  (This may carry in to the next day).


Start giving practices of each type of subjunctive through workbook exercises (2, 4, 7, 9, 10).


Then, give practice of a mixture of when to use the subjunctive and have them tell why they used it.  


Give the students a quiz on when to use the subjunctive and some key words/phrases associated with each type.


Finally, have the students do WB 12 in which they have to tell different people prepare for a party by cleaning and fixing up the house.  Make students give at least three reasons why they want some of the people to do different things.  Also make sure the students use at least three different subjects – singular and plural in their description. (This is the culminating activity of subjunctive).


























Bring any supporting documents that will assist students in completing this task such as; rubrics, additional handouts, graphic organizers, Viking Pride in writing, etc.
