Lesson – Lesson Vocabulary

Introduction/Background – The students usually begin each Lesson (Chapter) by becoming accustomed to the new vocabulary so that when they see it in dialogues, etc… later, it is already the second time seeing it.  Students have already been taught how to use the dictionary.








Task –


Look over corrected quizzes/tests.  Go over questions and concerns.


Begin new lesson


Objectives: read through the new objectives so that students will know what they will be expected to know/do in the lesson.


New vocabulary – Students are given a list of Spanish words/phrases that are new for the chapter and are then expected to use their dictionaries in the back of the book to find out what they mean in English.  In order to make it not such a large list, expect students to do a section (classroom vocab or numbers) one day and include a sentence with it.  Then another day, continue with another section of vocabulary from that chapter.  To change things up a little bit, I could simply go through them orally first, and then have the students work in groups to create a classroom set of flashcards with both the English and Spanish.  Both of these options are best used, however, once students have become accustomed to using a Spanish dictionary and have a good enough base of vocabulary to be able to write sentences.  In both of these circumstances, it would be important to go through the pronunciation and meaning of that set the same day.


 (Other days)  Students encounter vocabulary through dialogues, grammar, etc… in a more holistic way and are also encouraged to practice through conversations and workbook pages.
