Biome Survivor Story
Write and illustrate a survival story taking place in the assigned Biome.  You will 

choose the exact location for you story. It should be a remote location in your Biome. The 

location should be real the story will be fiction.

Your story should include the following:
· Detailed descriptions of the biome, including climate and geography
· Essential resources that are provided by the biome

· Items you will need to bring with you for your trip

· Detailed description of at least two animals native to your biome

· Detailed description of at least one plant native to your biome

· Describe evidence of the impact man has had on your biome

· Relate the concept of sustainability to this biome today and how this biome may be affected in the future

· A minimum of 1 color illustration (drawn by you) that relates to your story

· Minimum of 2 pages word processed, double spaced using 12 pt font

· A title page with the story title, your name, and date  

· Works Cited listing at least 3 resources you used for your biome research
