Book Project 
You will be required to read one book a quarter that is related to one of the numerous fields of science.  You are allowed to pick any book as long as you can relate it to science.  It is your responsibility to locate the book.  You are required to complete the following activities.

1. Write a short summary of the story.  Write about the characters, setting, and plot.  
2. Analyze the relationship to science.  Use specifics from the book. (Is the technology currently being used, is it outdated, is it futuristic, etc.)
3. Complete one of the following book project ideas.


Ideas for Presentation

1. Paper
a. 10 words you found in the book you had to learn what they meant
b. A line, quote, unique idea that “spoke” to you (I need the page number)
c. Title
d. Author
e. How it relates to science
f. How it relates to your life in rural Iowa
g. Character you most identified with.
h. Would you recommend it? Why or Why not?
2. Do a mock interview with the author (have a friend play either role interviewer or interviewee) Think Oprah Book Club.  Write at least 15 to 20 questions that will give the author opportunity to discuss their characters and feelings about the book. 
3. Draw a new cover/movie poster for the book
4. Create a diorama of a powerful scene and explain why
5. If you are reading the same book as one or more of you classmates, recreate a scene.  Write the script, rehearse and plan to present to the rest of the class. 
6. Write a diary that one of the characters may have kept before, during, and after the book’s events.  Remember the character’s thoughts and feelings are very important.
7. Make several sketches (more than 5) of some of the scenes in the book and label them.
8. Write a feature article that tells the story of the book as it might be found on the front page of the newspaper. 
9. Write a FULL (physical, emotional, relational) description of 3 of the characters in the book.  Draw a portrait to accompany each of them.
10. Create a mini-comic book relating a chapter of the book
11. Be a TV or radio reporter and give a report of a scene from the book as if it is happening “live”.
12. Design a book jacket for the book (represent the science aspect)
13. Do a collage/poster showing pictures or 3-D items that relate to the book.  Write a sentence or 2 showing its significance.
14. Do a book talk.  Talk to the class about your book by saying a little about the author, explain who the characters are and explain enough about the beginning of the story so that everyone will understand the story.  Finally read an exciting, interesting, or amusing passage from your book.  Stop reading at a moment that leaves the audience hanging.
15. Use magazine photos to make a collage about the story.
16. Write a different beginning or ending for the story.
17. Make a poster advertising your book so someone else will want to read it.
18. Write about one of the characters 20 years from now
19. Stories of made up of conflicts and solutions. Choose 3 conflicts that take place in the story and give the solutions.  Is there one that you wish had been handled differently? How?
20. Pretend to spend a day with one of the characters. Which character would you choose? Why? What would you do?
