Book Talk Assignment

For this assignment, you will choose a book you have not already read, that is at least 100 pages long and appropriate to your personal reading level.  You will read the book and prepare a Book Talk (oral book report) for the class.  Book Talks will be due at the end of the month.

Your book talk should include the following:

1. The title, author, and number of pages

2. Provide some brief background information about the author.

3. Describe the time period and place where the book takes place.

4. Briefly summarize the book by telling who the main characters are, what the central conflict/idea is, what the important events are in the book, and what you believe the author wants readers to take from reading the book.

5. Read a passage from the book that is a significant moment in the book, but does not give away the ending.

6. Discuss any connections you can make to the book.  How does it relate to you?

7. Tell the audience if you would recommend the book or not, and explain your main reasons why.

** Read through the Book Talk Rubric that is attached.

Additional Requirements:

1. You will also make an advertisement for your book.  Your advertisement should include (minimum) the title, author, and a picture of your book.  Be creative…these will be displayed!

2. Choose five new vocabulary words from your book.  A vocabulary sheet is required for each new word.  The words you choose should be challenging words that are new to you.  There will be a quiz over your words!

3. You will also answer guided questions for your book.  These are included with this assignment sheet.  The guided questions will be turned in the day of your book talk.
