Lesson –  Book Talk

Introduction/Background –  Students are to read at least 4 books a quarter.  In order to monitor comprehension of these books I require a book talk.  This form is also required as part of the supplemental Second Chance Reading program.  Students complete a book of their choice and then fill out the book talk form.








Task – (Can attach)


Students choose a book at their interest level and their reading level.  They read the book in approximately two weeks, write up the book talk and turn it in.  Core reading students do nothing else with the book talk.  SCR students must come to the teacher and do an oral summary of the book talk, do an oral test over the vocabulary from that book, and read a short passage from the book.





























Bring any supporting documents that will assist students in completing this task such as; rubrics, additional handouts, graphic organizers, Viking Pride in writing, etc.
