My AIW activity involved the use of 3 division problems at the top of the page.  The nine questions that followed asked questions about the divisor, dividend, quotient, and the remainder.  Real life questions were asked about the division problem 20 divided by 3 equals 6 remainder 2.  The question asked if 20 friends were going camping and only 3 friends were able to fit in each tent, how many tents would they need and how many students would be left over, and how many more tents would they need for the remaining friends?
If I were to take this a step further with the students on how they could use this in real life, I would have them make a problem about a situation at home that would mirror the lesson.  An example could be with cookies at home with their brothers and sisters and how to divide them so that all siblings got the same amount and what to do with the remaining cookies.
