Concept:  Analysis of a Process
Essential Questions:
1. How do effective college writers use a lens analysis of a process to write an effective college essay?
2. How do I learn to effectively use the Writing Process?

Purpose:  The purposes of this essay are to develop a conceptual understanding of analyzing a process, writing a formal college essay using the Writer’s Process and the Six Traits.  

Analysis of a Process Essay: a process broken down or taken apart that provides new meaning or insight

Task:  Write a 3-4 page (double-space) formal Analysis of a Process college essay.  Depending upon the topic, you may need a Works Cited page to support use of direct quotations and paraphrases.   

1. Select a topic of interest  
· Remember that not all topics will fit into an Analysis of a Process Essay

2. Select one major component:
· A set of directions for a “How To”
Purpose--duplicate the process to provide new meaning 

· A description of a happening or the processes of making (an idea, a learning, a tangible product)
Purpose--provide a view of the happening or how the making of an idea or product occurs to provide new meaning

· An explanation about insights into a process you use or have studied
Purpose—provides new meaning or new light on the process

3. Choose one analysis lens to push your analysis of a process to a higher cognitive function:
· Categorize
· Subdivide
· Point out
· Differentiate
· Take apart
· Break down

4. Write a thesis statement
· establish the selected topic (process selected) 
· use an analysis lens (choose from list of phrasings) 
· allude or refer to the major component (provides new meaning or insight)
