Choose either problem #1 or #2 to solve. Communicate clearly and thoroughly (as though you are explaining to  5th grader) everything you are doing. Of course, as usual, all mathematical work must be shown as well; calculators are fine but show what you are doing on the calculator. 

AFTER competing one of the problems create your own as stated in problem #3 to be shared with a classmate.

1. Best Buy has two Ipods on sale. One is a 8GB with no video capability and sells for $279; the other is a 16GB model that plays video and comes with a flashy carrying case priced at $399. You have $50 at the beginning of summer and plan to save $30 each week during the summer, which is eight weeks long. Will you be able to afford the cheaper Ipod? How much will you need to save each week in order to purchase the 16GB model? (10 points)

2. You are running for class president. At noon you have forty-two votes and your opponent has fifty-five votes. If twenty-seven students still need to vote, how many students will need to vote for you in order for you to win the election? (15 points)

3. CREATE an original problem for a classmate to solve. Create a sample answer sheet to share when they have completed your problem and compare the two problem solving strategies used. You will exchange problems with each other so you have one to solve as well.

You may use the area on this paper as a rough draft but your final copy must be on a separate sheet of paper organized on a manner that allows anyone in class to follow your work.
