Oral Instructions for non-readers:

Working as a group, use the ads from Pamida & Family Dollar stores to decide where we will go to shop for school supplies. Then, decide which 3 school supply items you will purchase and record the items and estimated costs in each box on your worksheet. 

When we go shopping, keep your receipt! You will each start out with a $5 bill and if you spend more than that, you will need to put an item back or borrow from a friend-that amount will be paid back at the start of our next outing!

Stay with you shopping buddy and consult with them to solve any problems that may arise and for any help you need to make decisions while purchasing your three items during our shopping trip. Solve and problems as independently as possible and utilize teacher only as resource of last resort as you solve problems and make decisions.

After we complete our shopping trip, we will record the costs of each item. Then we will use the calculator to add the costs together of the items and figure any tax that was charged, and record our findings on the worksheet. Then we will compare the results of your calculations to the actual amount of change in your billfold. If there is a difference, you will be asked to figure out and explain what happened and why(
