Content/Topic (Subject matter):  Addition


Disciplinary Process (Discipline specific methods and processes experts in the field use):  Bankers, architects, and coaches.





Skills (Transcend subject – specific learning. i.e. technology, teaming, presentation/speaking):  Counting by twos to 50.











Introduction/Background :  Previously in first grade students learned to count by tens and fives to 100.








Task – (Can attach)  The teacher reads Two Ways to Count to Ten which introduces students to counting by twos to ten.  Each student is given twenty linking cubes and instructed to build towers of two.  As the students begin building towers of twenty the class counts out loud by ones, emphasizing the even numbers.  The activity is repeated but this time the class counts by twos.   Students are paired up, and take turns repeating the former activities for each other.   Students share with each other when they would use this skill and then share with the whole class.   A 50 chart is given to each student.  As a whole class, students count by twos to twenty and X off those numbers with a purple crayon.  Discussion is held about the pattern made on the 50 chart.  The class continues counting by twos to 50 and Xing the numbers with the crayon.    Students are given number cards by twos to 50.  Students pair up and put the cards in order several times.  They share clues or strategies that help them be successful.  Students then put the cards in order individually.   Students are given fifty M&M’s to count by twos.              
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
