Objective:  
Student will design an eye-catching poster about one issue impacting families in Story County and the poster will be hung in the school’s hallways.
Student will address issues related to this crisis and what help is available to those family members impacted.

Requirements:

Title / Heading (something that grabs the attention of the reader)
Photos or graphics related to topic with labels 
Need name of  “help center” with phone numbers and location
Sources cited
Color used to enhance

SUMMARY: Handwritten and single spaced
Information about family issue:  signs of crisis within family; impact on family members
Agency or program available to family to assist during crisis:  explain what it can do for family, cost to family, additional benefits identified
Reasoning behind the poster 
Sources cited

Abuse (physical, sexual, or emotional)
Alcoholism
Drug abuse
Financial problems (bankruptcy)
Health issues (cancer, depression, etc.)
Divorce
Death of family member
Gambling addiction
Homelessness
Occupation changes – related to…
Others – cleared with teacher
