Databases

A database is kind of like a search engine, but it only houses news articles, primary source documents, and other reports.  Rather than flipping through the pages of every sports magazine you can think of, searching for articles about your favorite basketball player, you can type in the keyword “Lebron James” and the articles about him will pop up.  
You can find links to databases by accessing the high school’s library website.  The SIRS Issue Researcher (under the AEA link) and the Issues and Controversies in American History link will likely be most useful. EBSCOhost database is another helpful one, especially “Professional Resources + ERIC” (Academic Search Elite) and the Student Research Center.  These databases are accessible with the username “norwalk4” and password “aea11”.  Remember to narrow your search and also to search under various key words.

· PDF full text will give you a snapshot of the exact article, including pictures; HTML full text only has the words.

· The database can do the MLA works cited citation for you, saving you lots of time.  Click the database’s print icon, then choose MLA from the drop down menu.  Be sure to print double-sided.

- include images to help your audience picture the scenes you talk about


- check your spelling, punctuation, capitalization, grammar, etc.
