To better understand the racial tensions alluded to in To Kill a Mockingbird, you will be conducting research about the African-American struggle for civil rights.  You will present information about your assigned topic, and you are responsible for fully understanding: 
· What caused the event to happen?  What ended up happening?  Who was involved?
· When and where did everything take place?
· What injustices occurred and how did it affect African Americans?

First, find at least two articles from a database that can help you better understand your topic.  Print your articles (double-sided to save paper) and be sure to follow the guidelines so the Works Cited prints at the top of the page.  You will use this for the citations in your report.  Read these articles to become an expert on your topic.  Your two articles are due at the end of class on _____________________.

Then, take notes on loose leaf paper.  Your notes should be short phrases written in your own way that include details and information about your topic.  The report you write will have internal documentation, so as you take notes, be sure to include internal documentation after each phrase.  This will allow you to keep track of which article the notes came from and which page the fact came from.  Your notes are due _____________________.


Using your notes, identify the main points about your topic and begin writing a report.  The report should give details about your topic and answer the questions listed above in an organized fashion.  Your typed report in MLA format with internal documentation and a Works Cited page is due _____________________ and must be printed before class begins with your articles and notes stapled behind it.  

Lastly, you will present this information to the class.  You have two options.  The first option is to give a 2-3 minute speech.  You will not be able to read off your report or take it with you to the front of the room.  But don’t worry—you are not expected to memorize everything.  You may use note cards as long as they are written in short, bulleted phrases.  This way, you’ll be able to make better eye contact with your audience.  Your second option is to present your information by video, by creating a 1.5-2.5 minute animoto or voicethread presentation that describes the event and shows pictures, maps, diagrams, etc.  You will need to include a voice-over that narrates about the event; then, to practice your speaking skills, you will give a 30 second speech about what surprised you, what injustices you noticed, and how your topic affected African Americans. [bookmark: _GoBack]Modern Day Civil Rights Issue Letter Expectations (Post-Reading)

After learning about the African American struggle for civil rights and reading about the way people of color were treated, many of you were appalled by the injustice that was so common in our country.  In 1960, just a few years before Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. gave his “I Have a Dream” speech at the March on Washington, Harper Lee published the novel To Kill a Mockingbird about this very idea of injustice.  The Civil Rights Movement was gaining steam, and Harper Lee was definitely on board.  Though she set her novel in the Depression era, she was certainly making a comment about the injustices people faced then and in her own time.  We saw it in the way neighbors gossiped about Boo Radley because he wasn’t as social as they were, the way poor children weren’t welcome in the Finch household while Aunt Alexandra was in charge, and the way Tom Robinson was convicted of a crime he didn’t commit, just because of the color of his skin.  

Harper Lee published her book during a pivotal time in history.  Those were the years when schools and other public places were just beginning to integrate, albeit reluctantly.  And while our country has made progress, injustice and discrimination still occur today, though perhaps more commonly in other forms than racism.  In what ways and for what reasons do you see other people treated unfairly?  How have you yourself contributed to injustice and discrimination by what you did or by what you didn’t do?  What do you consider to be the most important civil rights issue of your time?  Who needs to be protected and what can be done to protect them?

The answers to these questions are very important if we have any hope of learning from our past.  Using Dr. King’s “I Have a Dream” speech as an example, write a letter in which you explain a dream for this country or for the world about a current civil rights issue and a way to take an active role in the pursuit of civil rights.  Write to someone who you think can make an impact, and let your voice be heard!  You may choose to write to an organization, a politician, a local newspaper, your student body, etc.  Whatever you decide, your goal is to inform your reader(s) of what is currently happening in our society and what needs to be done to fix it.

First, set up your letter by including the sender’s address, date, inside address, and salutation.

In the introduction, be sure to describe what you’ve learned in class about our country’s past, including information about the Civil Rights Movement and issues we studied with To Kill a Mockingbird.  Relate this idea to your current civil rights issue, and persuade the reader that we need to take a stand.

In the body of your letter, give facts and details about the current issue and be sure to use strong connotations to effectively show how problematic it is.  Then, propose a solution about what can be done differently to protect those who are discriminated against.  Your proposal should take your audience into account and be logical and do-able.

Conclude by reiterating the importance of taking action, and sign your letter with an appropriate and professional closing.
