Introduction/Background – Ask the students if they could be transported 10 years ahead of time would they want to see where they would be in life.  They can’t change anything they see or do. The main character in Flowers for Algernon goes through several tests to assess his intelligence.  You as students will be assessed again and again to measure growth and knowledge.  We take the ITBS next week, we take unit tests and quizzes now we are going to assess something other than knowledge.  We are going to look at your learning style and how you best learn with two inventories.








Task – (Attached)  


Multiple Intelligence Test (based on the Howard Gardner MI model) and the VAK Learning Styles Self-Assessment Questionnaire.


Students complete these two assessments in class and discuss the results.  Students can then think about their future goals and how they match up to their learning styles.  They can carry this over to the future discussions in Flowers for Algernon.  These assessments can also be applied to upcoming discussions in careers class when they begin to make their four-year educational plan for high school.  Students then will write a paragraph of how they might apply the knowledge from these tests to sign up for their high school courses.
