Class: Fundamental Mathematics

Lesson: Adding Positive & Negative Numbers (Integers)

Objectives:
TSW learn to add & subtract positive and negative numbers.

TSW learn multiple processes to understand adding & subtracting positive and negative numbers.

Day 1)

The students will brainstorm how you can use a number line to show addition and subtraction.  As a large group the students will practice the number line method for addition.  They will then follow with small group work on the same thing.  Then they will work individually.

Day 2)

The students will then learn to use a chip (m & m’s) representation for negative 1 and positive 1 to do problems of adding and subtracting negatives and positives.  As a large group the students will practice using the representation.  They will then practice individually with given problems.

Day 3)

The students will then learn a visualization using digging/climbing or that of an elevator as understanding for adding & subtracting negatives and positives.  The students will be expected to write down essential information but try to do the math in their head.  This will be done as a large group and then as individuals.

Assignment:  (choose one of the 3 things to write on)
Explain, in writing, why one of these methods works for you and how it helps you understand negatives, positives, addition, and subtraction.

Explain, in writing, how to do an example problem using one of the methods that you learned.  Why do you use the method you did?

 Explain, in writing, a method that you use that is different than the methods we learned, but that works for you and why it works for you.

Follow-Up Lesson:  

Checkbook math – choose occupation, number of kids, estimate bills and determine how far the money will go for a month.
