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Folkways and Mores

Folkways – Norms that, if violated, will not result in severe punishment (ex: burping in public).

Mores – If you violate these social norms, you will incur a severe punishment (rape, robbery, murder).

Your task is to violate the folkway repeatedly in a minimum of 2 different social settings and document how society responses to your behavior.  Documentation must be specific, citing behaviors, actions, and statements to your experiment.
