Fourth Grade Social Studies/Technology Integration
Big Idea:  Understand how geographic and human characteristics create culture and define regions.
As a final project for the US regions you will create glogs using Glogster:  http://edu.glogster.com/.
You will work with a partner.  Mrs. McKee will assign you and your partner 1 state from each region.  Mrs. Maxwell has created accounts for each of you.  Please write your username and password in your assignment book.  
Your glog must include:
· The name of the state
· The capital
· State population
· Natural resources
· Famous people from your state
· Places to visit
·  A video clip about your state
· What contributions come from this state that affects the country

You may also include
· State symbols 
· State song
· Interesting Facts
· What people are most proud of in their state
You will use books from your classroom and media center, your textbooks, World Book Web, 50states.com and Stately Knowledge (www.ipl.org/div/stateknow). 
 
Mrs. Maxwell has saved video clips and state songs in the fourth grade folder or you can find your own.  Be sure to follow copyright rules when using pictures, videos and songs.

You must design your layout on paper before beginning your glog.  Upon completion your glogs will be made public on the web for other schools and students to see.  You will share them with your classmates and present your information.  As the class listens to your presentation they will rank each state in two ways (using a 1-5 scale): its importance to our country and which state they would most like to visit.  
As a conclusion to this project each of you will write a paragraph stating which state you would want to live in and why, based on the research done for your glogs.
(Grading will be a rubric created by Mrs. McKee, with the majority of the points for each essential item.  Points will also be given for additional items, how well the partners worked together, and the design and layout of the glog.)
