French I  1st Semester Strip Game


French I students are just in the process of learning how 1st conjugation verbs must match up their verb endings with their respective subjects.  Students have just finished play TIC TAC TOE to ascertain that all students are familiar with the endings and can change the verb forms accordingly.  Students are now handed a strip of paper and then the teacher uses victim cards to choose a student.  That student goes up in front of the class and holds up their word and the rest of the class looks to see if their word could possibly be used to form a sentence.  Once a sentence is formed – then the students read off their words in order to form a complete sentence.  This continues until all victim cards have been used and every student has been up front at least once.  By chance some words are used more than once.  Following this activity, students are then asked to write 3 creative but simple sentences using the vocabulary from chapter 3.  Students then choose 1 of their sentences to put on the board.
Suggestions to improve this activity!

* Allow students to speculate if the sentence is right or wrong

* Let seat people explain why a sentence is right or wrong and how to correct it

* Ask students to make connections to English grammar

* Write a paragraph with several mistakes and have students correct the mistakes – similar to DOL done in English.
