GREEK MYTHOLOGY
With a partner, choose a myth that you want to share with the class.  You may use the following sources:
D'Aulaires' Book of Greek Myths by Ingri D'Aulaire

Next, decide how you would like to present the information to the class. You may do either of the following:
· Share the myth through drama. Turn the myth into a play and then act out the myth. You will need to write a script and use a few props and costumes. Last, you will act out the play in front of the class.  The play should be 5-7 minutes long.

· Share the myth through a PowerPoint presentation. Create 8-10 slides with good graphics and pictures, choose music and have every student speak during the PowerPoint presentation.

· Share the myth through an illustrated children’s book. You must work together to create illustrations and the text of the story in a way that other students your age or younger will understand it.  The book should be 10-12 pages long.  

ALL of the projects should use proper grammar, punctuation, and capitalization.  I am also looking for how well you put the story into your own words (paraphrase), without losing the details or important information in the myth.  Finally, be CREATIVE, and have FUN!!
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
