Geologic Time Project
The geologic column represents the billions of years that have passed since the first rocks formed on Earth.  This time span covers over 4.6 billion years of Earth’s history.  The geologic time scale makes the Earth’s history easier to research by dividing it into distinct intervals.  Your group will be responsible for researching one of these time intervals.  Each group will then create a Photo Story to show the class what their time period of Earth was like.  
Research- 1 Day
· Your group will start this project with one day of research. 
· Use the internet to find as much information as possible on your time period.  
· As you research, start finding and saving images that you will want to use in your Photo Story.  
· Think about some of the following questions to guide your study:
1. What were the major geologic events of that time period?
2. What did Earth’s surface look like then?
3. What was the climate like?
4. What were the dominant organisms living at that time?
5. What was the environment like compared to present?
6. What marked the end of your time period?
Photo Story- 1 Day
· Use Photo Story to create a visual representation of what your time period was like. 
· Import the pictures from your research yesterday into Photo Story. 
· Use your research to plan a “script” for your voice overlay.
· Record your voice overlay.
· Save your movie as a .wmv file and email it to me
· I will compile each groups movie into one complete class movie.
Presentation- 1 Day 
· We will view and discuss our class Geologic Time movie on the following topics:
· Further divisions of time: Could any of the groups time periods be further divided?
· What marked the end/beginning of each division of time?
· The appearance/disappearance of species
· The Cenozoic Era: Why have mammals thrived? Do you think this Era will end?  What will mark the end?  What could bring the end?
