Creative Project

For this project students may work by themselves and do options 1, 2, or 3.  If they choose the fourth option, they may have a partner (ONE).  Your partner will need to be a member of your class. There are five options on the projects.  These will be due May… and will be presented to the class at that time.  (If you plan on being gone, you will need to get this done ahead of time.)  

Option 1:  Find several songs (at least four) that you feel reflect a theme or message from the play, Hamlet. This is a three-step process. First, you will need to select the themes.  Second, students will need to select songs and create an “audio-collage”  (a tape with excerpts of the songs included in the correct order for the class to listen to.).   Write a well-developed paragraph (8-10 sentences for each song) that helps the listeners understand how the song expresses similar themes found in the play. The paragraphs should be typed .BE SURE THAT ALL EXCERPTS ARE APPROPRIATE.  Students will need to turn in a typed copy of the lyrics and have them highlight parts that illustrate theme especially well.

Option 2:  Rewrite a scene from the play Hamlet in text language.  BE SURE THAT THE LANGUAGE YOU USE IS APPROPRIATE.  You should share this with the class by putting it on the SMART board and sharing it in class.   You will also need to hand in a hard copy for me to view and grade.  Remember this is for a grade so the scene must be a minimum of five pages long. Obviously, doing a minimum may not earn you a great grade.

Option 3: Find several movies (at least four) that you feel reflect a theme or message from the play, Hamlet. Use the three-step process that went with option one.  Prepare a “video-collage”  (a tape with excerpts of the movies included in the correct order for the class to watch.)  Write a well-developed paragraph (8-10 sentences for each movie) that helps the listeners understand how that movie expresses something about the meaning of the play.  (The paragraphs should be typed and turned in 48 hours prior to your presentation so that copies can be made.)  BE SURE THAT ALL EXCERPTS ARE APPROPRIATE.

Option 4:  Rewrite a modern scene from the play Hamlet in modern language. BE SURE THAT THE LANGUAGE YOU USE IS APPROPRIATE. You will need to make a video of this scene.  You may need to get other students to act in your production.  All productions must follow the same basic storyline found in Hamlet  and be ten minutes long.  These will be presented on the SMART boards.

Option 5:  Students will need to write a lost scene for Hamlet.  This will need to be in modern language. BE SURE THAT THE LANGUAGE YOU USE IS APPROPRIATE. You will need to make a video of this scene.  You may need to get other students to act in your production.  This should be a minimum of 5 minutes or about 5 pages typed.

All options will be presented to your class.  Following your presentation, students will be asked to comment and  critique your presentations.
