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Target: 	Explain how to write a paragraph using an analogy (other than making a sandwich).

Demonstrations not only show someone else how to do something, but they can also improve your knowledge and skill. Think about what your audience wants to know. If the idea is interesting, you will be more excited about completing the presentation. Narrow down your information. You can probably talk five minutes or more on something as simple as opening a can of tomato juice!

As you plan, try to answer these questions:
· What is the main idea?
· How long will the presentation last?	 should be between 3 to 5 minutes.
· What visuals will help me get my main idea?	 explaining how to write a paragraph using an analogy.

Write down what you know about writing a paragraph. You may want to draw pictures or jot down ideas that come into your head. Then, connect ideas together. This brainstorming on paper should not take too much time.

Think about what you would like to tell your audience. Make an outline and jot down some places to find the information you need to know—keep in mind that my website on Google has some useful information.

Presentations are composed of three parts: the introduction, the body, and the conclusion.
· Introductionintroduce yourself and your topic
· Bodyexpand your ideas as much as you can and be sure to keep the audience interested by explaining the information clearly and giving or showing examples.
· Conclusionremind the audience of the things you want them to remember the most by summing up the main ideas in a few short sentences/statements

Visuals are an important way to share information. If you are using text, the lettering should be large enough and not so fancy that it can’t be easily read.
