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SUMMARY: Using a school appropriate song of your choice, find pictures to tell a story that will accompany the song using Windows Movie Maker.

DIRECTIONS: 
1. Select your song
a. Song must be school appropriate (no cursing, drugs, alcohol, or sexual references)
b. You must have a copy of the song to use (i.e. the CD or a MP3 copy from home computer)
c. After selecting a suitable song, find the lyrics. To find the lyrics, type the name of your song and add “lyrics” after it in the search bar.
d. Raise your hand so Mr. Ross can read through the lyrics and approve the song.
e. NO ONE GOES ON TO STEP 2 UNTIL MR. ROSS HAS APPROVED YOUR SONG
2. Decide on the story
a. Decide on the story that you want to tell with your song. Your song may naturally tell a story and you are allowed to use that is you so desire. Otherwise, you must come up with your own story (that makes sense with your music).
3. Find pictures
a. Before you find any pictures, create a new folder in your X:\ drive and title it Movie Maker.
i. To create a folder – Go to My Computer – Click on your X:\ drive – right click in the white area and select New Folder – title it Movie Maker
b. Find appropriate pictures to tell your story.
c. MAKE SURE TO SAVE YOUR PICTURES TO THE FOLDER YOU JUST CREATED.
4. Make video
a. Using the Movie Maker Tutorial, add your pictures and music into your project. (page 8)
b. Arrange them in the proper order. (page 8, 9, 10)
c. Add transitions. (page 9)
d. Adjust the timing. (page 11)
e. Add any other effects you desire. (pages 9, 10, 12)
5. Save as a video movie
a. You will now save the movie (not the project) – page 14
6. Copy your movie from your X:\ drive into the 7A or 7B folder
a. My Computer – Middle School Computers – 7A or 7B
7. Students will watch the finished projects.
8. All videos will be displayed at the variety show. Selected videos will be played during the show.
