Concept:  Inference


Content/Topic (Subject matter): Guided Reading Book  ( what story they are reading)

Introduction/Background : This comprehension strategy was introduced to the large group and then practiced in their small guided reading group.  I first explained that we were going to learn about a new strategy that good readers use.  In a bag I had various objects: a half deflated beach ball, an empty bag of candy, wadded up Kleenex, popped balloon, broken pencil and an empty Tylenol cold box.  Upon showing each object, students were asked to be detectives and discuss with a partner what they thought had happened to each object and why.  Students then shared in the large group what they had decided had happened and their reasoning.  Through discussion students learned that as detectives they would be:


asking questions


looking for clues from their reading 


taking what they already know from their lives and


coming up with a new idea


By following this process they would be inferring
