Investigation 5 – Graphing
Students will use their shoe size information and display it in a line graph, bar graph, pictograph, and pie graph.  Each block of students will graph their individual block shoe size information.  Students will work in four groups with each group creating a different graph.

Once the graphs are made, students will be given the following information:  

You and several of your friends have been talking about how a shoe store in the mall has not been having enough shoes that fit you and your friends.  You have already talked to the manager of the shoe store asking if she would get more of the sizes in the store.  The manager is not sure if that would be a good idea because she doesn’t think the store will sell many shoes for you and your middle school friends.  
After a few days learning about graphs and creating a graph on 5th grade shoe sizes, you and your friends decide to show the shoe store manager the graphs.  The manager says she will look at a graph, but she only wants to see one graph.  As a group, discuss and list reasons as to which type of graph will you show her to try and convince her that she needs more shoe sizes for middle school students.  All the graphs show the same information so why are you choosing that graph? 

Then you will meet with a new group of students – each student in the new group will represent each of the four graphs.  You will share with the other members information about your graph.  What your graph is, what it represents, how you made it, etc.  You will meet back with your original graph group and decide which of the four graphs you would choose to present to the shoe manager and WHY you will choose that one.
