Lesson Plan   Spanish 1
Goal:  To create a poster demonstrating your knowledge of estar and location phrases with digital cameras or cell phones.
Objective:  
Students will recognize estar (to be) as the verb to show location and use it appropriately in written communication.
		Students will be able to describe the relative location of items as they relate to other items using the common phrases: next to, far from, behind, on top of, in front of, under, near to and inside of.
We talk about the necessity of being able to ask where things are located.  We have worked with the verb estar and all the location phrases.  Students are asked to bring a digital camera to school or they may use their cell phones if they know how to download pics to the computer.  If they have no camera or phone, they may choose to make the poster by cutting out an object and showing its relationship to other cutouts.
We share the finished project with a few people in the room and then we hang them in the hallway.
I later use the posters with the 8th graders for review of some location phrases.

Additions for AIW
In order to make the plan stronger in the elaborated communication area of AIW, I will have the students answer the following questions, in English, and attach it to the back of their poster.
Explain at least 2 grammar rules you used to complete this project.
What is the importance of accents in Spanish and where did you have to use them to complete this project?
Explain at least 3 ways you came up with to remember the location phrases.
How might what you learned in this lesson be helpful in real life situations?
