1)  For example, a student who read Stephenie Meyer’s Twilight might have these questions:

1.  How do the vampires in Twilight compare to vampires in traditional folklore?

2.  How do Stephenie Meyer’s vampire characters compare to other vampires in 

contemporary vampire literature?

This student’s primary research question could be, “How do the vampires in Stephenie Meyer’s Twilight series compare to traditional vampire folklore and to vampires in other contemporary literature?”
2)  Another student who read H.G. Bissinger’s Friday Night Lights might have these questions:

1.  How would the lives of the players after high school have been different if 
football had not been such a big priority at Permian High School?

2.  Are minority football players treated differently from the majority in most high 



schools?

This student’s primary research question could be, “Is Permian High School’s emphasis on sports typical of high schools in the United States?”

After going through the research process (identifying potential sources and accessing and using information), your research paper will include not only what you have discovered in other sources, but also how it relates to the book from which you took your research question and how it relates to your life.
