Lake or River Project (part 2)
Understand and apply knowledge of the inter-dependence of organisms.

Human beings live within the world's ecosystems. Increasingly, humans modify ecosystems as a result of population growth, technology, and consumption. Human alteration of habitats through direct harvesting, pollution, and other factors change how the body of water impacts organisms and influences which ones live there.

For the body of water you have chosen to explore, develop a clear illustration for local water restoration  with techniques and practices that could be adopted to maintain a stable and healthy environment for aquatic life and current recreation.

For this project you will be a group of concerned citizens promoting either maintaining or improving the water quality of the body of water you chose to explore. As citizens you should have an interest in the body of water as either a business owner, recreational use, etc. For example the citizens who own a restaurant on the lake are interested in tourists continuing to use the lake.  They would be eating at his/her establishment.  The citizens realize that if the water is not desirable he will lose customers and will lose money.
PART 2
For this part of the assignment use the information you learned about your body of water in part 1 and  come up with a public awareness campaign for improving or maintaining water quality in this body of water. 

A public awareness campaign can come in several formats: a commercial, billboard, speech, etc. 

You will be graded on the accuracy of your campaign to the particular problems your body of water has, the persuasive approach you use to affect the public, and your creativity.

You have class time to research and put together the campaign.  To help you get into the role you will need to become a citizen/business that depends on the body of water.  
Please review your body of water and choose a role.  Then list the influences along/around your body of water, impairments, and invasive species.  Complete a chart like this sample.  Following the chart give a brief outline of your campaign including the format you will use.

Power Point Requirements:  The PowerPoint presentation should appear professionally done.  Every slide in the presentation should have a uniform background, font, etc.  Graphs and pictures should be clear.  The font size should be no less than 28.  Proper grammar and spelling are necessary.  Sources of information gathered should appear as the last slide of the presentation.  See rubric for other criteria.

Billboard Requirements:  The poster should appear professionally done.  It should be neat and colorful.  Proper grammar and spelling are necessary.  Statistics and solutions should be included.  Sources of information should appear at the bottom of the poster (these may be written small, but must be included). 

Movement Piece Requirements:  The movement piece should be performed professionally; that is, all group members should take the performance seriously (no one should be laughing unless the performance calls for it).  Performances should represent the current problem and possible solutions.  Group members should choose music to accompany the piece; the music should compliment the piece.
