Lake or River Project (part 1)
Understand and apply knowledge of the inter-dependence of organisms.

Human beings live within the world's ecosystems. Increasingly, humans modify ecosystems as a result of population growth, technology, and consumption. Human alteration of habitats through direct harvesting, pollution, and other factors change how the body of water impacts organisms and influences which ones live there.

For the body of water you have chosen to explore, develop a clear illustration for local water restoration  with techniques and practices that could be adopted to maintain a stable and healthy environment for aquatic life and current recreation.

For this project you will be a group of concerned citizens promoting either maintaining or improving the water quality of the body of water you chose to explore. Each citizen should have an interest in the body of water as either a business owner, recreational use, etc. For example the citizen who owns a restaurant on the lake is interested in tourism continuing to use the lake and buy meals from him.  He realizes that if the water is not desirable he will lose customers and will lose money.
Part 1 -Skill Building - Group work - First you must become familiar with the body of water by researching the following items, preparing a powerpoint, and presenting as a group.

Elements necessary to the task

1. Name of Lake or River

2. Location/Depth/Size Cities Nearby

3. What bodies of H2O are connected

4. Animals/Fish/Plants

5. Types of Recreation and other uses

6. Condition- Pollution Problems, Invasive species

· Visual Presentation Power Point

· Include citations for all borrowed graphics

· Include a map of the body of water

· Include  graphics for each of elements 1-6

· Organize info in a logical order

Groups must reherse the proesentation for the instructor and make improvements before presenting to the class.  Students may video themselves for critique and rework of presentation.

As students are listening to the presentations, look for patterns of similarities and differences in the bodies of water and note the important details for each presentation. Pair and and share after each presentation while next group sets up.
