BE A READING TEACHER

It is now your turn to practice the skills you have been working on this year and become a reading teacher!  You will be paired up with a small group of elementary students and will get to be their teacher by reading them a story and making sure they are comprehending it!

Task

· Get a children’s book appropriate for the age of 1st- 2nd Grade.  

Choose a book with a story line and pictures. Also make sure it is a book that will fit into the time allowed (20 minutes). The rest is up to you! 

· Prepare your lesson!


You will be reading the story to a small group of  2nd Graders.  Your job as the teacher is to make sure they are comprehending and make sure you are modeling the reading strategies that are important during reading.  Make sure you:

· Activate Background Knowledge   
(Before Story Starts or toward beginning)
· Ask students to Predict
(At least 2 times)
· Ask Questions
(At least 4 times)
· Ask students for an Inference
(At least 1 time)
· Evaluate the story or have students make a judgement (what is the lesson)

(At least 1 time, at end or towards end)
· Connect the story to students’ lives

(After story)
· Create a short activity to tie up the lesson (Ex: draw a picture or match characters with feelings), anything that gives meaning to the lesson and helps students think about something after the lesson.  Remember it needs to be something that a second grader can do easily!! 

Roles of the Teacher

· Keep students’ attention

· Read clearly and slowly

· Get students to think 

· Make lesson relevant to the student (Why is this important to them?)

The lesson itself from beginning to end (including the activity) should take about 20 minutes.  Remember that part of being a teacher is keeping students engaged and occupied!  Plan accordingly!  

In the following chart, plan your reading lesson by creating the prompts you will give your students.  Write down the page number where you will do this, what skill you are targeting, and what you will say to the students.  Remember that students are unpredictable, so be prepared to get all types of responses!
