Day 1 of Unit on Literary Criticism & Literary Terms:  

>Intro to literary terms:
Iowa Core: Using a variety of skills & research-based strategies to comprehend and interpret literary text, such as evaluating text to include character motivation and literary devices and analyzing literature based on literary elements of setting, plot, characterization, theme, mood, point of view, tone, etc.
Real-World Connection: 1) These are the terms we’ll be using all year to discuss, analyze, and interpret the literature we will read; 2) Being able to develop your knowledge of literature and the language used to interpret it will strengthen your focus on language used in both your independent reading and the music you listen to every day, which will enrich your understanding and enjoyment of both.

>Find the literary terms in today's music:
>I prime them by showing the actual music video and then talking about why they like this song or any song, eventually getting to the language and the meaning of the words/message.

>Then I try to get them to find figurative language in the lyrics, drawing attention to similes, personification, metaphors, and couplets.

[bookmark: x>Monday_8/30:->Find_the_literary_terms_]>Everyone receives at least one (some two) definition of a literary term, which is actually a slip of paper cut right from the literary terms quiz.  We go around the room reading the definitions and seeing if we know which term (all of which are projected on the screen for the class to view) is being defined.  

>Return to the song to see if anyone sees any more use of figurative language that they can identify.

>The student fills in his/her term and then is to create a POSTER of the literary term(s) to bring back the next day, which has both a VISUAL and a definition of the term IN THEIR OWN WORDS.  (We do this in class if we have time.)  The purpose of this poster is to create a visual that will help students better understand and remember the meaning.

Day 2:  Perspective activities in which we use, although minimally, the literary terms 

Day 3: Review of the language (literary terms) and then applying the lens and the language to art

>Review of literary terms:  I tape each student-made poster to the top of a desk so that each student gets the advantage of the visual and the student definition.  

>Students come into class and are given a practice quiz (the quiz in a different order than the final) and told to choose a desk with a LITERARY TERMS POSTER on it and begin matching each of the 20 terms on the LITERARY TERMS POSTERS to the correct definition on their practice quiz by interpreting both the visual and the student definition of the term.  This is to be used to review for FRIDAY’S QUIZ.  They continue moving around from desk to desk until they have their practice quiz completed. 

>When everyone is done filling in their practice quiz, we review it for correct answers.

>Perspective activity applying the different lenses to artwork and using the literary terms, although minimally, as it would be impossible to use all of them in discussing the works of art.
