Each tape will be graded using the qualities listed below.  Do your best!  Play as if you were performing by yourself in front of an audience.
Desired Musical Characteristics:


Tone quality of a master performer (good pitch center)


Accurate notes and rhythms


Correct articulation (when to slur, when to tongue, etc.)


Steady time or beat


Correct tempos


Correct and/or appropriate style (marcato, legato, staccato, etc.)


Correct phrasing (breaths at the proper time re:  musical sentences)

Correct dynamics (appropriate volume changes)

Correct timing and style for all attacks and releases (the beginning and ending of notes)

Demonstration of instrument control (use of air flow, note shaping, etc.)

Use of vibrato (when appropriate)

Tips for a good recording:

1. Start with a short introduction stating your name and the name of the piece.

2. Edit the tape so that each excerpt is as perfect as possible.

3. Please keep pauses to a minimum.  Keep the tape as short as possible.

4. Print your name on the tape.

5. Be sure to check the tape to see that you were recorded.

Music to be recorded:

1. Velocity by Larry Neeck 
2. Lyric Episode by Frank Erickson
3.  Pevensey Castle by Robert Sheldon
