Lesson starts with whole group and large demonstration coins- Children in small groups take turns holding coins and the whole class counts together by fives to fifty out loud. Teacher changes the number of coins in each time so that the end total count is different for each group (from five to fifty cents). 
After practicing counting by fives with whole group, students will complete the Saxon worksheets. (Basic worksheet has values to 25 cents. More advanced students work with values to 50 cents.)  Teacher circulates and checks for understanding, asking students to explain how they got their answers. Students also have been encouraged to practice at home with real money. To increase the number of students who are practicing at home, a “Homework” report sheet will be sent home with a place for parents to report their student’s progress with counting by fives with nickels and their signature. When students return the Homework sheet they will receive a special 
sticker.

Introduction/Background – 
The kindergarten students have been introduced to the concept of counting by fives and have demonstrated varying levels of skill with this task. They also are learning to identify penny, nickel and dime, again with varying levels of prior experience and skill. They have practiced counting by fives with large demonstration coins as well as life size plastic toy money.
